The Chapel Lane summer camp 2008 is being offered at 
Camp Sancta Maria in beautiful Gaylord, Michigan.  This camp is located 

in 96 private wooded acres with two lakes, horse corrals, high ropes 
course, sports fields and more.  This will be our fifth great camp at  
Camp Sancta Maria!  

We look forward to discovering new skills together & creating memories 
that will last a lifetime.  Daily schedules include activity sessions designed 
in a non-competit ive environment where we encourage independence, 
personal & spiritual  growth and time to foster lasting friendships. 

The campers will be divided into Cabins by grades recently 
completed:  Child Camper (Grades 2-5), Junior Camper (Grades 
6-8th)) and they will be assigned to cabins by gender and age.

  

All 
campers will reside in log or  chalet style cabins.  These cabins are set up 
in dormitory fashion with numerous bunk beds inside.  A cabin can hold 
20 campers.  There is a minimum of two 
counselors assigned to each cabin for 
constant supervision.  There is a centrally 
located lavatory & bath house with rows 
of sinks, toilets and showers. 

There is an Infirmary on the grounds & it is staffed by a nurse 
provided through Chapel Lane Church.  All medications need to 
be checked in at the infirmary at Camp check-in t ime and they 
are prepared to issue all medications, handle routine cuts & 
bruises and if an emergency should arise, your child will be 
transported to Otsego Memorial Hospital (8 minutes away).  You 
will be required to complete a very detailed medical form on 
your child which we will need PRIOR to checking your child into 
our care at camp! 

When we have received your child s camp registration form and 
payment, we will send you a Camp Registration Packet .  In this 
packet you will find the following information:
